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STUDY 12

GODLINESS

In the last study, we learned how to have patience, which is an important part of holy living. In the Bible, godliness
refers to piety and reverence toward God. One major aspect of godliness is holiness, which is defined as sanctity, or
separation from all that is sinful or impure or morally imperfect. One short and simple definition of holiness is “sepa-
ration from God.”

Let's open this study by memorizing 1 Peter 1:15-16:

“But as He who called you is holy, you also be holy in all your conduct, because it is written,
‘Be holy, for | am holy.””

As Christians, we should all desire to be more like Christ. Because one of the many attributes of God is His holiness,
we should try to be holy.

We
are transformed and able to live a holy life only by the power of God's Spirit. To be transformed means to have our
moral character changed for the better. Transformation is not a single event, but rather a process. The more we
draw near to God, the more He draws near to us. Becoming more like Jesus will be the natural outcome.
